This is an invitation to bid for a DTA PhD studentship from the "Platform" EIT (Engineering and Instrumentation Team) grant. This year there are funds for 3 or 4 FTE studentships, to run for ~3 years from October 2006.
 

The EIT Management Group (which I chair) met on 15/3/06
and agreed the following procedure:
 

1. Each institution (Birmingham, Brighton, Daresbury, Edinburgh,  Glasgow, Liverpool, Manchester, Paisley, Surrey, York) can bid for up to one FTE studentship.
2. Bids are to be up to one A4 page in length (min. 10pt font). Bids should be understandable by a physicist (avoid jargon).
3. Assessment will be based on science, strategy, added value and timeliness. 
4. Bids are to be received by Phil Walker <p.walker@surrey.ac.uk> in electronic format (Word, Psotscript or PDF) by 23 April 2006.
5. Phil Walker will distribute bids to members of the Management Group on 24 April 2006.
6. Members of the EIT Management Group (*) will vote (rank ordered, 1 to 5 maximum) on the proposals. (Votes for own institution are forbidden.) Up to two lines of explanation, per voted-for institution, can be included.

7. Votes from members of the Management Group are to be sent to Phil Walker by 30 April 2006.
8. Results will be made known in the week of 1 May 2006, following approval by the Externals (*).
